New environmentally-friendly bus service for 

Jennett's Park residents
From Monday 22 October, residents at Jennett's Park will be able to take advantage of a new bus service directly linking the development with Bracknell Bus Station via Wildridings Road, Downshire Way and the Southern Industrial Area.  
The number 108 service will be operated by family-owned Bracknell based business, Courtney Coaches, on behalf of Bracknell Forest Borough Council and has been funded by the developers behind Jennett's Park – Persimmon Homes and Redrow Homes (Southern).  

Taking a greener approach to bus travel, the new buses will be running on 100% Pure Plant Oil or ‘biofuel’.  Jackie Matthews from Courtney Coaches explains: “We are thrilled to be given the opportunity to provide this service for the residents of Jennett's Park and Bracknell Forest.  Our brand new buses are fitted with a pioneering conversion technique to use biofuels which we have estimated will effectively save 56 tons of carbon emissions per bus.”

Courtney Coaches will run one bus in each direction every 15 minutes from Monday to Saturday and every 30 minutes on Sundays and in the evenings.  The new service will use dedicated bus lanes to minimise the journey time and low floor buses will be used, which will be able to accommodate one passenger in a wheelchair. There is also on-board CCTV for passenger safety.
Cllr Mrs Mary Ballin, Bracknell Forest Borough Council’s Executive Member for Planning and Transportation said: “We are very pleased to launch this high quality, frequent and direct bus service from Jennett's Park to Bracknell town centre.  Bus 108 will offer a real and environmentally-friendly alternative to using the car.”

Nick Scregg, spokesperson for the consortium developing Jennett's Park – Persimmon Homes and Redrow Homes (Southern), adds: “Linking the growing Jennett's Park community to Bracknell via this new bus service is another significant step following the arrival of our first residents.  By the end of 2007, we anticipate approximately 100 houses will be occupied and we will be encouraging residents to take advantage of the regular service.”
