Read all about ‘Jennett’s Life’

Recently published is the new ‘Jennett's Life’ newsletter which details the latest news about Jennett's Park, the prestigious housing and community development located between Bracknell and Wokingham.

This is the first edition of ‘Jennett's Life’, which is planned to be published two to three times a year, and its aim is to provide a vital communications link between the consortium behind the development, Persimmon Homes and Redrow Homes (Southern), the housebuilders on site and residents at Jennett's Park.

In the first issue are details about the opening of the new Peacock Farm pub, a description of who does what at Jennett’s Park, as well as a timeline of the key developments over the next four to five years.   

Nick Scregg, spokesperson for the Jennett's Park consortium, says: “Jennett's Park is already becoming a firm landmark in Bracknell and we are keen to use this newsletter to inform residents in the area of progress as the new community grows. 
“This year will see the opening of three play areas at the development as well as a temporary community centre.  Work will also begin on the link to the A329 Berkshire Way as well as the initial stages of Jennett's Country Park. Jennett's Park is going through an exciting growth stage and this newsletter will keep interested parties up to date on what is happening and when.”

In addition to the newsletter, the consortium has also produced a guide to open spaces at Jennett's Park.  Accounting for approximately half of the total size of the development, open space is one of the most appealing aspects of Jennett's Park. In particular, the 91-acre Jennett’s Country Park to the west of the development which is planned to open in 2009. 

Until this significant area of open space is available, temporary open space is being provided to meet the immediate needs of residents and the surrounding community.

Nick Scregg explains: “The provision of the temporary open space at Jennett’s Park is particularly important due to the proximity of the development to the Thames Basin Heaths Special Protection Area (SPA). This is one of a designated network of heathland sites which are special due to their ability to provide a suitable habitat for important bird species such as the woodlark, nightjar and Dartford warbler. 

“In order to ensure that the SPAs are appropriately protected, we have provided suitable alternative open space within the development, which we are encouraging residents to use.”

Temporary open space at Jennett’s Park includes circular footpath routes of more than 3.5km in length, where users will be able to let their dogs off the lead.
