Jennett’s Park celebrates as first residents move in

The arrival of the first residents at Jennett’s Park is just one of a number of milestones marking the progress of this prestigious new development located between Bracknell and Wokingham. Stephanie and Dave Langton and their two teenage children, Claire, 17, and Peter, 14, are the first to reserve, exchange contracts and move into their new home at Jennett's Park within Redrow Homes’ Imperial Heights development. 

Stephanie says: “As we lived in the local area, we watched the development at Jennett’s Park with interest from an early stage, when it was first being planned. We chose to move mainly because of the location and also because the homes on offer fitted in with our budget. In particular, David is much closer to his work in Bracknell, therefore saving time, and our new home is just a short distance from my daughter’s school. 

“We are enjoying living in a town house for the first time and are looking forward to having access to the facilities that Jennett’s Park will offer, such as the doctor’s surgery and the local shopping and leisure facilities. We are also really pleased with the amount of open space at the development. Too many housing developments are very closed in, but the plan of the development that we saw gave us a very clear idea of the amount of open space that would be provided for residents at Jennett’s Park. We are enjoying settling in and are very happy with our choice.”

The vision for Jennett’s Park is fast becoming a reality and many other landmark events are anticipated during the rest of 2007 and into 208, including: 

· The conversion of the Peacock Farm buildings into a pub /restaurant. In time,  in addition to the pub, the area to the north of Peacock Lane will comprise offices with small business units, a proposed hotel, and land set aside for a park and ride facility; 

· The installation of the first of a series of pieces of public art to be located at Jennett's Park, subject to planning approval;
· Approximately 100 homes are anticipated to be occupied by December;

· The first play area adjourning Tarman’s Copse is planned to open early 2008.

The new housing and community development at Jennett’s Park, covering 270 acres, is led by a consortium comprising Persimmon Homes Limited and Redrow Homes (Southern) Limited and between 1300 and 1500 homes will be built over the next 5-6 years. Three leading housebuilders, Persimmon Homes, Redrow Homes (Southern), and Charles Church are represented at the site, offering homes ranging from 2 bedroom apartments through to 2, 3, 4 and 5 bedroom houses. Show homes are also now open at Jennett's Park.  
Nick Scregg, spokesperson for the joint consortium, comments: “We are delighted to see the first residents moving in to Jennett’s Park. It is very exciting, after years of planning, to see this new community start to take shape and we look forward to progressing the development and welcoming more residents in the very near future.”
